CONSENT FORM – 17 V.S.A. §§ 2357 and 2402(d)
A consent form must be filed in the office of the officer with whom you file statements of nomination at the same time as nominating petitions.  YOUR NAME WILL NOT BE PRINTED ON THE BALLOT if you fail to file a consent form.
ONE PARTY ONLY – 17 V.S.A. § 2351 and 2353(b).

You may run in only one party in the primary election, and only major party candidates may run in the primary election.

  Your signature doesn't necessarily indicate that you support the candidate.  

HOW MANY PRIMARY PETITIONS YOU MAY SIGN – 17 V.S.A. § 2354.

You may sign as many primary petitions for a given office as there are nominations to be made (seats to be filled) for that office.  For example:

--You may sign one primary petition for Governor for each major party.

--You may sign primary petitions for two different State Representatives if you live in a two-member district for each major party.
